	HOUSE RULES AND REGULATIONS BETWEEN GUEST AND HOST FAMILY

	Please find below the accommodation norms established by the Student Mobility Section (SEME) of the Office of International Affairs and External Cooperation (OAICE) in order to assist on the cohabitation between the guest and the host family. Please read them carefully, as they are binding upon both parties:

Responsibilities of the Guest
The guest must:
1. Respect the host family’s customs, beliefs, and convictions.
2. Consult with the host family about its own house rules.
3. Define the meal times with the host family (take into account academic and personal activities).
4. Wash his/her own underwear.
5. Receive other guests only with the prior consent of the family; must cover the costs involved.
6. Refrain from organizing parties at the house without the prior consent of the host family. If having the corresponding approval, cover the costs of the activity.
7. Refrain from inviting people over to your room or to the house of the host family.
8. Refrain from inviting people to eat at the house without prior consent of the host family.
9. Keep the host family informed in case of having planned to not return home during the day, at night to sleep, weekends, and/or holidays. Provide them with the contact information of where you can be reached in case of eventualities.
10. Practice personal hygiene according to Costa Rican cultural norms.
11. Plan the airport-host house-airport transfers on his/her own.
12. Receive a copy of the keys of the house from the host family. In case of losing them, replace them and be responsible for covering the cost of changing the latchkey. Please do it in coordination with the host family.

Responsibilities of the Host Family
The host family must:
1. Inform its guests about its own household rules, which shall not contradict those set out in this document.
2. Provide the guest with a private room with: bed, wardrobe/closet, night stand, desk with a desk lamp, dustbin, mirror, and private or shared bathroom.
3. Provide the guest with a copy of the keys to the house and tell him/her about the security measures established when entering and leaving the house.
4. Provide the guest with a shower with hot water.
5. Provide internet service (preferably wireless).
6. Provide cable TV service (It is not mandatory to have a TV in the room).
7. Respect the guest’s privacy, traditions, and customs, provided they do not interfere with the standards of the host family.
8. Serve two meals from Monday thru Sunday.
9. Provide the guest with clean bedding once a week.
10. Provide the guest with laundry service once a week (there is no obligation of washing underwear).
11. Communicate exclusively in Spanish in order to facilitate the guest´s learning process and practice of the language, mainly if coming from non-Spanish speaking countries. Use another language only in special situations.
12. The host family shall not ask the guest for money, whether borrowed or as an anticipated payment due to accommodation, outside the period established.
13. Consider the guest as part of the family, which means involving him/her in all family activities, to the extent that the guest may consent.
Payment of accommodation and other considerations
1. The accommodation has a cost of US $ 700 per month.
2. The person shall pay for the accommodation (cash or credit/debit card) directly to OAICE, on the second or third day after his/her arrival at the host family’s house.
3. The minimum stay with host families is of one month; therefore, once the payment is made, it will not be refundable, unless there is a qualified situation.
4. No money will be refunded if leaving the program or in situations in which UCR and the host family have no liability.
5. Changes of host families shall be justified and authorized by the SEME and OAICE.
6. It is important to maintain a transparent and honest communication, and mutual respect, since they are fundamental principles for harmonious relations.
7. In case of concerns, questions, recommendations, and difficulties that could eventually arise in the interaction between the parties, please contact  the Section of Student Mobility, at OAICE, to the phone number 2511-1099, or at housing.oai@ucr.ac.cr
8. Before the end of the housing, the family will be assessed. A form will be sent by email.
